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Islam, Gender, and the Middle East in Global Context

According to a 2010 Pew Research survey, most Americans say they know little about the Muslim religion and its practices, and about the Middle East as a significant region in the world.  This day-long workshop is designed for K-12 teachers to promote cultural competency in teaching on the Arab world and Islam, as they relate to questions of gender and contemporary politics of the Middle East.  Teachers will be introduced to the historical foundations and cultural diversity within the Arab and Islamic worlds, the role of Islamic politics in current world events, and the experiences of women in Islamic cultures.  The workshop will include a roundtable discussion with local Muslim parents and youth discussing the stereotypes and challenges they face in school and in their communities.  

The workshop is free and open to all interested teachers and community educators. A complementary Middle Eastern lunch will be provided, along with a number of teaching activities and resources. 5 Clock hours available for $25 (processing fee).
